The Liberia Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (LEITI) invites Expression of Interest from qualified firms, persons and organizations for the development of a Communication Strategy to guide the public awareness and overall outreach program of the LEITI.

The Communications Strategy of the LEITI seeks to make the name, benefits and operations of the LEITI known by every Liberian, with the aim of ensuring that the LEITI has a proper and established place in the national discourse about accountability, transparency and the prudent management of resources. 

SCOPE OF NEEDED LEITI STRATEGY 
 The Strategy should identify and elaborate on a range of effective communications programs and a variety of media by which those communications and awareness programs will be delivered to all or a greater percentage of the Liberian population.  In particular, the Communications strategy should, at a minimum, comprise the following:

1. an elaboration of various communications measures that are  cost-effective and appropriate for the purpose;

2. The division of the Liberian population into various communication target groups based on identifiable and objective differences in backgrounds, which may affect choices regarding use of print or electronic media;

3. Identification and justification of various media (electronic, print, and other media) through which the communications messages/programs will be delivered to the targeted audience; and

4. A fully rationalized sequencing of the various communication activities and programs to achieve maximum progressive impact.
REQUIRED DOCUMENTS
The Expression of Interest (EOI) must be accompanied by the followings:
1. Articles of Incorporation or any Authorization to Transact Business in Liberia;
2. A detailed description of your company including number of staff.

3. A statement and proof of prior similar or relevant completed during the last five years;

4. Other relevant backgrounds and information; and

5. Estimated Time to Complete the Strategy.

From the EOIs received, the LEITI shall pre-qualify a number of firms that will be eligible to submit bids for the indicated services. The pre-qualification shall be based on proven capacity, experience and ability of firms or persons to deliver within agreed schedule.

The LEITI is a partnership involving the Government of Liberia, civil society, the private sector, and Liberia’s Development partners. It seeks to ensure transparency over payments to, and revenues received by, the Government of Liberia in connection with the operations of the oil, mining and forestry sectors. The work of LEITI consists of regular disclosure, publication and dissemination of both (1) all material payments made by oil, mining and logging companies to the Government, and (2) all material revenues received by the Government from the above-mentioned companies.
